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MANAGING DIRECTOR’S MESSAGE - Myra Whorton

My article this quarter is very informative with items from CMAA National .  I do hope you read below so 
that you can protect your club, as well as, get notoriety for your club.

There are three music licensing agencies in the US – ASCAP, BMI and SESAC. SESAC, ASCAP and BMI are 
three separate and distinct organizations representing different songwriters, composers, publishers and copyright 
holders, and each organization licenses only the copyrighted works of its own respective affiliated copyright hold-
ers. For example, a license with BMI does not grant your club the authorization for the right to use the copyrighted 
music of SESAC- or ASCAP-represented songwriters, composers, publishers or copyright holders. 

The good news is the CMAA members are entitled to specially-negotiated rates for BMI and SESAC. As a CMAA 
member, you save 10 percent on BMI and 15 percent on SESAC. You need only provide a copy of your current 
CMAA membership card.
